The Victorian Education Minster announced last year that mobile 
phones will be banned in Victorian Government schools from the 
start of the 2020 school year.  School Council has passed a local 
policy for Wallington PS that outlines the ban on mobile phones, 
tablets and smart watches. Recently we have noticed an increase 
in smart watches, particularly ones that have the capability to send 
and receive text messages. These types of watches are banned  
under the policy and if worn must be handed in at the office prior 
to school and collected at the end of the day.

Being aware of UV levels is vital as we collectively 
make greater efforts to protect our children and ourselves 
from damaging our skin – ȬOur skin never forgets!ȭ As the 
spring weather certainly advances, we need to all develop 
habits of sun screening up each morning before school and 
then reapplying during the day. We encourage all students 
to bring their own sunscreen to school and applying prior 
to recess and lunch breaks. 
 

School procedures for the bushfire season 
Given todayȭs hot weather it is 
timely to remind the school    
community of our procedures if 
a Code Red day for our district 
(Central) is announced. 
 

Fire danger ratings and warnings 
are used in Victoria to provide clear direction on the safest 
options for preserving life. 
 

Schools and childrenȭs services listed on the DET Bushfire 
At-Risk Register (BARR) will be closed when a Code Red 
fire danger rating day is determined in their Bureau of   
Meteorology district, Wallington PS is in the Central district.  
Our school has been identified as being one of those at 
high bushfire risk and is listed on the BARR. 
 

Where possible, we will provide parents with up to four 
daysȭ notice of a potential Code Red day closure by letter, 
the school app and website.  A Code Red day will be            
determined by the Emergency Management Commis-
sioner no later than 1.00 pm the day before the               
potential closure.  Once we are advised of the                
confirmation of the Code Red day we will provide you with 
advice before the end of the school day. 
 

Once confirmed, the decision to close will not change, 
regardless of improvements in the weather forecast.  
This is to avoid confusion and help your family plan alterna-
tive care arrangements for your child.  It is also important 
to note that: 
 

No staff will be on site on days where the school is 
closed due to a forecast Code Red day; 
¶ Out-of-school-hours care will also be cancelled on 
these days 

¶ School camps will be cancelled if a Code Red fire dan-
ger rating day is determined for the Bureau of            
Meteorology district in which the camp is located. 

 

On these Code Red days families are encouraged to enact 
their Bushfire Survival Plan – on such days children 
should never be left at home or in the care of older      
children.
